A continued Division priority is to provide timely updates to all stakeholders
on the ConneXion Case Management System Implementation Project. Con-
neXion has a dedicated webpage with updates and information about the pro-
ject.

A ConneXion walkthrough demonstration of configured modules was held on
Wednesday, April 6, 2022. A recording of the walkthrough and a question/
answer document will be sent out in the coming weeks.

The project is currently 70% complete. The gathering requirements portion of
the project is anticipated to be completed by the end of April 2022. Next, the
project will be shifting focus to planning of testing and training. FEI's Develop-
ment team will be finishing the configuration/build of ConneXion during sum-
mer 2022. Training will occur February — May 2023 for the anticipated Go-Live
date of May 16, 2023.
